Bishop Peter Joseph Jugis is a native of Charlotte, N.C., and is the fourth Bishop of the Diocese
of Charlotte. Bishop Jugis was baptized at St. Ann Catholic Church in Charlotte in 1957 by Monsignor
Michael J. Begley, who would later become the first bishop of the newly formed Diocese of Charlotte
in 1972.

Bishop Jugis was educated in Catholic and public schools in his hometown of Charlotte,
earning a degree in business administration from the University of North Carolina at Charlotte in
1979. After graduation he entered the seminary at the Pontifical North American College in Rome and
studied at the Pontifical Gregorian University in Rome.

He was ordained to the priesthood on June 12, 1983, by Pope (now Saint) John Paul II in St.
Peter’s Basilica in Rome.

Bishop Jugis earned additional degrees in canon law after his ordination. The Pontifical
Gregorian University awarded him a licentiate in1984. In 1993 he received his doctorate in canon law
(JCD) from The Catholic University of America in Washington, D.C. In addition to serving as the
judicial vicar of the Diocese of Charlotte before being ordained as bishop, he carried out pastoral
duties all over the diocese and Charlotte.

Pope (now Saint) John Paul I named Father Jugis a bishop in August 2003, succeeding the
Most Reverend William G. Curlin, who retired as the third Bishop of Charlotte in 2002. His episcopal
ordination took place at St. Matthew Catholic Church in Charlotte on Oct. 24, 2003.

His official title is The Most Reverend Peter J. Jugis, J.C.D., Bishop of Charlotte. Bishop Jugis’
episcopal motto is “Caritas Christi Urget Nos” (The Love of Christ Impels Us) from 2 Corinthians 5:14.

In addition to his sacramental and official duties as shepherd of the Diocese of Charlotte,
Bishop Jugis established the Diocese of Charlotte Eucharistic Congress in 2005. This annual event
draws more than 10,000 people to the see city of Charlotte in celebration of our faith in the Eucharist
as the source and summit of Catholic life.



Bivkhep ~Fellery Quidelines

Second Year Confirmation candidates are asked to write a letter to the Bishop requesting the
Sacrament and sharing their journey.

The format of this letter should look something like this:
Introduction:
A letter addressed to the bishop should start with, “Your Excellency,”
Paragraph 1: Tell about you.

- Write about your family — do you have siblings? Who lives with you? Where do you come from?

- Share your background — how old are you, what school you go to, your favorite subjects,
activities you participate in, hobbies, etc.

- You can include any future plans you might have — a major you might like to pursue at school, or
a job you might like to have as an adult.

Paragraph 2: Share your faith journey and preparation for the Sacrament.

- This paragraph should include a bit about your faith journey thus far. What is your relationship
with God like right now? How did you come to this relationship? What is your favorite way to pray, or is it a
struggle to find prayer time throughout your week? In what areas could you continue to grow in your faith,
and how could you better your relationship with God and or the Catholic community? Feel free to go
beyond basic answers to these questions and share more about your faith journey and relationship with the
Lord.

- Tell about the specific parts of becoming prepared for Confirmation — your prayer life,
celebrating the other Sacraments, your relationship and journeying with your sponsor, and your lived faith
through service to your community, family, and parish.

- How has your faith grown, especially in these last two years? What questions have you had
answered?

Paragraph 3: Explain how you hope to keep your faith alive after Confirmation.

- Tell how you will continue to carry out your life of service to God and others through the power
of the Holy Spirit. How do you hope to keep learning about your faith? In what ways do you want to get
involved in the parish and our ministries?

- What gifts of the Holy Spirit are you must looking forward to receiving? What fruits do you hope
come from your Sacrament?

Paragraph 4: Request the Sacrament and give your intent.

- Tell the Bishop why you want to celebrate the Sacrament. Give reasons why you would like to be
confirmed. You can finish your letter with any prayer requests you might want the Bishop to pray for.

Conclusion:

You should sign your letter with,
“Sincerely,
(Full name)”

Or something similarly respectful.

El Obisp6 Peter Joseph Jugis es nativo de Charlotte, N.C., y el cuarto Obispo de la Diocesis de
Charlotte. Obispo Jugis fue bautizado en la Iglesia Catolica de Santa Anna en Charlotte en 1957 por el
Monseinor Michael J. Begley, quien después llego hacer el Primer Obispo de la nueva formada
Diocesis de Charlotte en 1972.

El Obispo Jugis fue educado en escuelas publicas y catélicas en su ciudad natal de Charlotte, y obtuvo
su Titulo en Administracion de Empresa de la Universidad de North Carolina en Charlotte en 1979.
Después de graduacion, entro al Seminario del Colegio Pontifical Norte Americana en Roma y estudio
en la Universidad Pontifical Gregoriana en Roma.

El fue ordenado sacerdote en Junio 12, 1983, por el Papa y ahora Santo Juan Pablo II en la Basilica de
San Pedro en Roma.

El Obispo Jugis obtuvo titulos adicionales en la ley canénica después de su ordenacion. La
Universidad Pontifical Gregoriana le concedio la licénciate en1984. En 1993 el recibié un doctorado
en la ley candnica (JCD) De la Universidad Catolica de América en Washington, D.C. También, sirvio
como Vicario Judicial de la Diocesis de Charlotte antes de ser ordenado Obispo y atendi6é funciones
pastorales por toda la di6cesis de Charlotte.

El Papa Juan Pablo II nombr¢ al Padre Jugis a Obispo en Agosto 2003, sucesor del Obispo William G.
Curlin, quien se retir6 de Obispo de Charlotte en el 2002. El fue ordenado Obispo en la Iglesia
Catoélica de San Mateo en Charlotte en Oct. 24, 2003.

Su titulo oficial es The Most Reverend Peter J. Jugis, J.C.D., Obispo de Charlotte. El Lema episcopal
del Obispo es “Caritas Christi Urget Nos” (El Amor de Cristo Nos Impulsa) del 2 de Corinthios 5:14.

Ademas de sus oficios sacramentales y funciones oficiales, como Pastor de la Didcesis de Charlotte,
Obispo Jugis estableci6 en la Didcesis de Charlotte el Congreso Eucaristico en el 2005. Este evento
anual trae mas de 10,000 persona a ver la cuidad de Charlotte en la celebracion de nuestra fe n la
Eucaristia como Fuente de nuestra fe y Vida Catolica.
